Lesson Intention: I can write from a creative perspective to interest my readers


Success Criterion: Produce a short text, correct punctuation; contain sensory descriptions, from another perspective








Introductory phase:


Begin with visualisation exercise to engage senses. E.g. a boat tossed around on rough seas, or a leaf blowing off a tree and landing on a pond.


Ask students to imagine they are the objects.


Students introduced to example persona poems:


I run through tall, thin grass.


I crash and splash through cold water.


I chase bright blue birds.


I am a dog


“A hand grabs me. It squeezes me tight and swings me down hard. My head bangs into the steel pin. I am a hammer.”

Body of Lesson: Students asked to create own persona poem. Prompts:


Their pet, favourite stationary; pen, ruler, scissors, their home in a storm.


Conclusion: Students to share poems with others, book may be made of published copies.
